T 
oday's Gospel selection from John offers words of comfort and assurance 

from Jesus to His disciples.  Since we are those followers and disciples in 

today's world, in our church, and in this society, we need to listen as intently 

as the members of the early Church did.  Jesus assures us that He is ñthe way and 

the truth and the life.ò  On a mission from God, Jesus insists that His followers be-

lieve because of the works that He does.  The first reading from the Acts of the 

Apostles describes the selection of the new disciples who were people chosen and 

ratified by the community of believers.  These new members must also believe be-

cause of the works themselves.  They have been chosen to be part of the new com-

munity that does the works of God in the name of Jesus. 

 Anthony Gittins, CSSP, is a theologian who writes about mission and disci-

pleship.  He insists that God has a mission and sends Jesus and his followers to 

carry out and fulfill that mission which is transforming our world, our society, and 

our cultures into God's own household of believers.  The mission of God is one of 

love that creates a new and just society where all are equals.  Jesus realized that His 

mission was really God's mission.  The writer of John quite 

clearly records Jesus' message to his followers: ñThe words 

that I speak to you I do not speak on my own. The Father who 

dwells in me is doing his works.ò   

 We become credible witnesses to the works of God as 

we try to live God's message to us.  The works we do in and 

for the name of God and His Christ are believable precisely 

because they are God's works, not ours.  God has a mission 

and sends the parishioners of St. Vincent's to do it.  Part of our 

work is to clearly describe what we believe is the mission of 

this parish formed by the spirit of Vincent.
