(By Regina Siegfried, ASC) 

 

 We begin this new liturgical year with a focus on renewal and revival in the 

sense of taking the best of the old and renewing it, giving it new life and fresh hope.  

We commemorate and prepare for the 350th anniversaries of the deaths of Vincent 

and Louise, a jubilee year of renewal and revival for the Vincentians, the Daughters, 

and all in the Vincentian family.  As parishioners of St. Vincent's parish, we have 

cause to rejoice in the rich heritage that is ours both from the Vincentian charism 

and from the storied history of our parish. 

 Days are indeed coming that call for celebration, selfless service in the 

spirit of God and of Vincent.  The promise of which Jeremiah speaks, that “Judah 

shall be safe and Jerusalem shall dwell secure” is an assurance of renewal, for “the 

Lord is our justice.”  Renewal partners with justice to guarantee fairness for all 

God's people.  The days of Advent help us concentrate on a new household of God, 

one of justice, peace, and love. 

 The signs that Jesus describes in the passage from the Gospel from the 

writer of Luke might sound apocalyptic and dire at first reading.  In fact, they are, 

because the writer of Luke was part of a community under siege and persecution.  

Their hope rested in the risen Christ.  Listeners of the message from Luke were               

encouraged to “be vigilant at all times.”  Advent, a time to ponder the deeds of                 

justice we need to perform, is also a season to consider how lives of justice can                

renew us and revive our too hectic lives. 

 Be prepared during the next year to hear words of encouragement, songs of 

renewal, and efforts to reinvigorate the spirit that has graced the Vincentian                      

congregation and this parish for many, many years.  We are the ones to look for 

signs of new life.

¶ How can I spend the holy days of the Advent season to help give birth to 

the renewal of my own spirit, the life of my family, and the life of the                     

parish? 

¶ What deeds of justice can all of us do to be signs of 

good news to others?

FROM THE PASTOR  
 Today, we begin a new Liturgical Year.  The Liturgical Year begins with the season of Advent.  
Advent is supposed to be a time of preparation and anticipation.  This is not a pretend time during 
which we act like Christmas never happened.  Christmas is an historic fact—Jesus Christ, the Son of 
God chose to be born for us more than 2,000 years ago.  This season is about Christmas only insofar as 
it is about expectation and revival. 
 That might be a good for all you grown-ups.  But for a kid like me, this season is very much 
about Christmas.  We read in the prophet:  ñThe days are coming, says the Lord, when I will fulfill the 
promise I made to the house of Israel and Judah.ò   That passage sounds like we are going to get something. 
 This time is very much about getting something.  But that something is not an ordinary gift.  It is not a thing.  It 
is a much-sharpened alertness to God in our lives.  It is a revival of our awareness of Emanuel—God-with-us. 
 Saint Paul writes it to the people of Thessalonica:  ñMay the Lord increase you and make you overflow with love for 
one another.ò  Advent is a time for a revival of that love since we are part of that group about whom people once said:  
ñLook how those Christians love one another!ò   
 In our Gospel, Luke tells us to be alert.  Be aware.  Pay attention.  The opportunity to love is there.  We must not 
allow it to pass over us.  What we get is a time to give.  We receive the gift of this time to care.  The ñjust shoot of Davidò 
that the prophet promises is a sense of Justice.  The Advent Wreath is a sign of our connectedness—a sign that we are                  
especially connected to our sisters and brothers in need.  Advent, even for a kid like me, is preeminently about those in 
need.  It is about the gift of being able to give.  Advent is about an awareness of those in need.  The wreath of connectedness 
is about being alert to those in need.  Our Christmas Food Program is almost upon us.  The program celebrates our                       
connectedness with those in need and with our many other sisters and brothers who reach out with us.  This is the true 
spirit of Advent.  If a few Christmas decorations slip in early to brighten our days . . .  all the better.  Jesus Christ, 
Son of God, Son of Mary comes to call us all to be the new Shoots of David to our sisters and brothers in 
need.
