“Your Faith Has Saved You”

Now that we've once again spiraled through the Easter cycle,
celebrated the feasts of Ascension, Pentecost, the Trinity, and Body and
Blood of Christ, we enter the long stretch of Ordinary Time, most of which
will focus on the Gospel of Luke. Luke's gospel is sometimes called the
gospel of women. Today's narrative recounts the incident of the woman
who extravagantly pours ointment over Jesus' feet and dramatically dries
them with her hair. That might have been the show stopper for Simon and
his guests, but the conversation Jesus has with his host about hospitality,
blame, and faith is at the heart of this story. Listen carefully for Jesus' words
to the woman, they're not accusatory or fault finding. Nor does he discuss
her reputation among the townspeople. He simply says, “your faith has
saved you; go in peace.” The narrative ends by mentioning some of the
women disciples who follow Jesus and provide for the community of
believers out of their resources.

These women of faith are saved and redeemed by their faith, not by
their willingness to provide money for the group or by their anointing of
Jesus' feet. The reading from Paul's letter to the Galatians emphasizes the
same role of faith. After saying that we are justified, not by works of the law,
but by faith in Jesus Christ, Paul asserts that “Christ lives in me. . . . 1 live
by faith in the Son of God.” Those powerful, even mystical words, can also
be our own personal statement of faith.

We can use the long stretch of Ordinary Time, from now until the end
of November, to ponder “Christ lives in me” and “your faith has saved you”
and to deepen our baptismal commitment, to draw on the energy of the
Spirit within, and live our dedication to service in the spirit of Vincent. Ordi-
nary Time can be extraordinary.
