 In today's Gospel, a scholar of the law asks Jesus two questions: 
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?” and “Who is my neighbor?”  The     
answer to the second query is a parable so familiar that even news casters 
talk about “good Samaritans” who stop to help strangers, often at their own 
risk.  Jesus uses the lawyer's own technique of questioning and concludes 
the now classic story with yet another question: “Which of these three, in 
your opinion, was neighbor to the robbers' victim?”  Note the progression in 
the questions: what must I do?  Who is my neighbor?  Which one is the true 
neighbor?  The theoretical first question finds its true answer in the mercy of 
the Samartian, the unexpected good neighbor.  Jesus' parables and                     
questions turn listeners to the surprising  and to the uncomfortable.  No 
good Jew expected a Samaritan, that hated group, to act decently and with 
compassion.  The priest and Levite, highly respected members of Jewish 
society, are left in the dust of the Samaritan's generosity, concern, and                     
action. 
 Look around this congregation of good Samaritans; delve deeply into 
your own heart of the Samaritan.  On a daily basis, members of this parish 
carry the wounded to compassionate innkeepers who provide food, clothing, 
listening hearts, and behind-the-scenes service to the parish itself.  We                
become the parable and live as the “ones who treated him with mercy.”      
Obviously, that's us at our best.  Like the priest and the Levite, some might 
want to “pass by on the opposite side,” ignoring the message of the Gospel 
and of Vincent and Louise.  Each one of us can take this parable to heart, 
decide how we answer the questions, and choose one of the characters in 
the drama with whom we most identify.
