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Be Prepared
(By Regina Siegfried, ASC)

Be prepared for a long Gospel reading. Packed with memorable lines,
parables, and words of warning, today's Gospel can capture your attention in
one of its segments, if you listen carefully. Opening with words of
encouragement about already having been given the kingdom, the passage
quickly recounts Jesus' words about treasures in heaven. The next two
sections are parables about the servants waiting the return of the home owner
and the householder not prepared for a robbery. In reply to Peter's question
about who needs to pay attention to the parable, Jesus tells two more stories of
servants and home owners, both of which encourage the listeners to be ready
for the unexpected.

Substitute disciples for servants and listen carefully to the last sentence:
“Much will be required of the person entrusted with much, and still more will be
demanded of the person entrusted with more.” We are the disciples to whom
much has been entrusted; we are the ones charged with God's mission.
Consider the grace of baptism which ushers us into God's household. Ponder
confirmation which gives us adult responsibilities in the Church. Think about
the many messages we hear in our parish about serving others, about living
lives of justice, love, and mercy so that others can be liberated. We may think
that because we have been baptized and confirmed we have been prepared,
but we also know that adult faith formation is ongoing, a process of deepening
our relationship with God and others.

Being prepared and staying ready are not necessarily the same thing.
Like the servants in the parables, we need to stay alert to heed the arrival of
the householder and to be ready to live as disciples long after the initial call to
service.

Ponder:

Which of the several scenes described
in today's Gospel catches my attention?
Which words of Jesus will linger in my
mind and heart?

How prepared are we as a worshipping
community to continue to live as
disciples with a mission?
