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How Do We Work with Wisdom?

Even though many schools have been in session for two or three
weeks by this Labor Day which falls after September has already had a
running start, there's something about this weekend that says “Summer is
really over, and we begin a new season.” The reading from the Book of
Wisdom clearly says that the “deliberations of mortals are timid and unsure
are our plans.” How do we begin a new season and live in and with Wisdom
when we don't really know what tomorrow holds? How do we work with
Wisdom in a workplace that may often seem unfair, unjust, and
compromised?

Listen to the Gospel and pray for Wisdom's understanding as it's
proclaimed. Today's passage seems at first hearing to be a string of
unrelated sayings, ideas, and stories about building towers and marching
into battle, something most of us aren't likely to do. And the last sentence
encourages us to “renounce all our possessions,” after we've worked hard to
acquire them! Like the king in the parable who shrewdly asked for peace
terms in the face of a larger army, Jesus wants us to negotiate with wisdom
and to use wisely the things we have acquired so that they don't possess us.

As we pause on this Labor Day weekend to think about the quickly
approaching autumn season, take a moment to pray the Labor Day Litany
included elsewhere in the bulletin and pray that we learn to work with
Wisdom.
